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According to our research, the subject site contains 61,419 SF of land (1.41
acres)
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Fairly rectangular in shape and considered to be amenable for
development

Level site currently at and above road grade

Approximately 185 feet of frontage along the southemn side of Shirley
Drive, approximately 301 feet of frontage along the west side of Shirley
Road.

This appraisal assumes no toxic waste and/or potentially hazardous
materials are located infon the subject site. The appraiser is not qualified
to detect such substances. No soil report of the subject parcel has been
reviewed. Itis assumed that soil is of sufficient load-bearing capacity to
support the structure.

The subiject is not located in a flood hazard area as determined by the copy




of the flood plain map reproduced in the Addenda of this report.

Utilities All utilities are to the site including water, electricity, gas, telephone and
sanitary sewer.

Easements and We assume only normal public utility easements for our appraisal purposes.

Restrictions The appraiser is not aware of any further easements or restrictions that
would negatively affect the value of the subject. Should further investigation
identify the presence of any such easement or restriction, the appraiser
reserves the right to amend the conclusions contained in this report.

IMPROVEMENT DESCRIPTION

The subiject is improved with a owner-occupied, one-story, two-tenant, light industrial
officefwarehouse building containing a total of 20,000 SF of gross building area. The information
included in this section is based primarily upon our property inspection. The basic construction
features are summarized below.

Average Quality, Class C, Light Industrial Building with 35-year economic

Steel reinforced concrete footings and a concrete slab

Masonry and steel frame; masonry exterior walls with jumbo brick veneer;
ceiling height of 14 feet eave height

Three 12' dock-height bay door located along the south (rear) side of the
building, an adequate number of exterior personnel doors and windows
(two store fronts)

Gross building area equals 20,000 SF and is allocated as follows:

134’ x 150' = 20,100 SF, rounded to 20,000 SF gross building area (GBA)
17,850, reflecting 89% of GBA

2,150 SF, reflecting 11% of GBA

There is no mezzanine space.
